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Please format the abstract according to the style and format of this template (standard A4 size of 210 × 297 mm, 22 mm margins), including the following details. In particular, the abstract should not exceed 1 page.
Include the main text into paragraphs of 12 pt font size, fully justified (Calibri font should be used in all sections). Avoid including unnecessary details into the text (e.g. experimental conditions, instrumentation), place your presentation in a concise context. A research item (figure, table) is preferred, which reflects best the content of your work. Avoid using high-resolution figures (size larger than 1 Mbyte)! It is not necessary to refer to them in the text (but you can refer to them as "TOC figure" etc.)
In the reference list, the inclusion of the full title of the reference is optional [1], and it is not preferred for papers that have many (more than six) authors.

At the very end of the abstract, we welcome and encourage all presenting students to include their short biography and profile picture (approximately 3.5 × 3.5 cm size). We foresee that the latter will allow participants to recognise each other more easily and will generally facilitate more efficient communication between conference participants. Please keep the abstract and your short CV science-related. However, it is no problem to include a one-sentence fun fact into the latter!
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
